Consider these costs multiplied by the
number of PCs in your organization and you can
imagine the positive impact you’ll have on your
business, your bottom line, and the planet, by reducing
your PC network energy consumption by up to 60%.

In an enterprise, energy use and CO, emissions from IT
devices can be broken down between PCs, monitors
and laptops (30%), servers (16.2%), printers (14%),
enterprise/SMB wired communications (13.3%),
wireless infrastructure (7.3%), wired telecom (11.1%),
consumer communications (6.1%) and mobile handsets
(.5%).
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Because PCs account for the most significant power use
(almost double that of servers) it is a natural place to
start, where you can easily realize immediate energy
savings and have measurable results.
